JUST JESUS: A Journey Through Mark ~ Part 24

Again He went out from the region of Tyre, and came through Sidon to the 
Sea of Galilee, within the region of Decapolis. ~ Mark 7:31 (NASB 1995)

ELTHEN  - GREEK ~ He came purposefully or He went purposefully 

The earth is the LORD’s, and all it contains, the world, and those who dwell 
in it. ~ Psalm 24:1 (NASB 1995)

They brought to Him one who was deaf and spoke with difficulty, and they 
implored Him to lay His hand on him. ~ Mark 7:32 (NASB 1995)

KOPHON  - GREEK ~ deaf, unable to hear

MOGILALON  - GREEK ~ mute or “with difficulty of speech,” or “barely 
speaking.”

Then the eyes of the blind will be opened And the ears of the deaf will be 
unstopped. Then the lame will leap like a deer, And the tongue of the mute 

will shout for joy … ~ Isaiah 35:5-6a (NASB 1995)

PARAKALOUSIN - GREEK ~ they kept begging, they kept imploring

Jesus took him aside from the crowd, by himself, and put His fingers
into his ears, and after spitting, He touched his tongue with the saliva. 

~ Mark 7:33 (NASB 1995)

and looking up to heaven with a deep sigh, He said to him, “Ephphatha!” 
that is, “Be opened!” ~ Mark 7:34 (NASB 1995)

ANABLEPO - GREEK ~ to look up, to lift one’s eyes

ESTENAXEN - GREEK ~ a deep sigh

STENAZO - GREEK ~ to groan, to sigh with anguish, to let out a cry too 
deep for words

EPHPHATHA - ARAMAIC ~ be opened

And his ears were opened, and the impediment of his tongue was removed, 
and he began speaking plainly. ~ Mark 7:35 (NASB 1995)

DIANOIGESAN - GREEK ~ opened thoroughly and completely

DESMOS - GREEK ~ an impediment, a chain, a bond, something tied up

ELALEI - GREEK ~ he began speaking

ORTHOS - GREEK ~ plainly, correctly, rightly, clearly

So faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.
~ Romans 10:17 (NASB 1995)

… if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart 
that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved; for with the heart 

a person believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he 
confesses, resulting in salvation.~ Romans 10:9-10 (NASB 1995)

And He gave them orders not to tell anyone…~ Mark 7:36a (NASB 1995)

DIESTEILATO - GREEK ~ (an emphatic form of DIASTELLO) to give strict 
orders, to command with authority

but the more He ordered them, the more widely they
continued to proclaim it. ~ Mark 7:36b (NASB 1995)

EKERUSSON - GREEK ~ they kept preaching, proclaiming like heralds 

They were utterly astonished, saying, “He has done all things well; He makes 
even the deaf to hear and the mute to speak.” ~ Mark 7:37 (NASB 1995)

HYPERPERISSOS EXEPLESSONTO - GREEK ~ “they were struck out of 
their minds beyond all measure.”

God saw all that He had made, and behold, it was very good…
~ Genesis 1:31a (NASB 1995)

Lord, open my ears to hear You. 
Open my mouth to speak Your praise. 
Open my heart to receive Your truth. 

Open my life to be used for Your glory. In Jesus’ name, AMEN!
