JUST JESUS: A Journey Through Mark ~ Part 34

Your calling will always exceed your capacity unless prayer fills the gap.

From there they went out and began to go through Galilee, and He did not 
want anyone to know about it. ~ Mark 9:30 (NASB 1995)

OUK ETHELEN - GREEK ~ “He kept on not wanting anyone to know.”

For He was teaching His disciples and telling them, “The Son of Man is to 
be delivered into the hands of men, and they will kill Him; and when He has 

been killed, He will rise three days later.” ~ Mark 9:31 (NASB 1995)

EDIDASKEN  - GREEK ~ He kept on teaching

PARADIDOTAI - GREEK ~ already being actively handed over

ANASTESETAI - GREEK ~ He will raise Himself!

If Jesus has already spoken resurrection over it, then death
is never the end. It’s only the setup for the victory!

But they did not understand this statement, and they were
afraid to ask Him. ~ Mark 9:32 (NASB 1995)

EGNOOUN - GREEK ~ they kept on not understanding

Sometimes the hardest truth to receive is the one that contradicts 
the story you’ve already decided God should be telling.

EPHOBOUNTO - GREEK ~ they kept on being afraid, they were 
repeatedly, consistently, habitually afraid

The only thing more dangerous than not understanding Jesus,
is being afraid to ask Him.

They came to Capernaum; and when He was in the house, He began to 
question them, “What were you discussing on the way?”

~ Mark 9:33 (NASB 1995)

EPEROTA - GREEK ~ He kept on asking

But they kept silent, for on the way they had discussed with one another 
which of them was the greatest. ~ Mark 9:34 (NASB 1995)

ESIOPON - GREEK ~ They kept on staying silent

Jesus will always bring you into “a house”
before He brings you into a calling.

Transformation begins when you start hearing your own 
foolishness in the presence of Jesus.

Sitting down, He called the twelve and said to them, “If anyone wants to be 
first, he shall be last of all and servant of all.” ~ Mark 9:35 (NASB 1995)

EPHONESEN - GREEK ~ to summon with purpose, to call someone into 
an important moment

ESCHATOS PANTON - GREEK ~  last of all

In the kingdom, greatness is not about being noticed; it’s about 
being willing to be unnoticed if it serves others. 

DIAKONOS PANTON - GREEK ~ servant of all

If you want God to trust you with influence,
He must first trust you with a towel. 

 Taking a child, He set him before them; and taking him in His arms,
He said to them…” ~ Mark 9:36 (NASB 1995)

PAIDION - GREEK ~ a small child, a toddler

ESTESEN - GREEK ~ to stand, to place, to position intentionally

ENANKALISAMENOS - GREEK ~ to fold someone into your arms, to 
embrace, to hold close, to welcome with warmth, to wrap in affection

“Whoever receives one child like this in My name receives Me; and whoever 
receives Me does not receive Me, but Him who sent Me.”

~ Mark 9:37 (NASB 1995)
