KAIROS - GREEK ~  a fixed, appointed moment, a decisive point in 
time

CHRONOS - GREEK ~  normal time, calendar time, clock time

MOEDIM - HEBREW ~  the appointed feasts of the Lord

It is like a man away on a journey, who upon leaving his house and putting 
his slaves in charge, assigning to each one his task, also commanded the 

doorkeeper to stay on the alert. ~ Mark 13:34 (NASB 1995)

APODEMOS - GREEK ~ One who is away from home; a traveler; one
